	2, Shmu Community Reintegration Support Service application

	It was agreed at the last Board meeting (21.03.15), that further information on this Project was required before a final decision on whether or not to agree funding from 2015/16 funding applications would be made.
Cllr Graham chaired the meeting.

Susan Thoms read out some correspondence relevant to the application. 

Although Adrian Watson could not attend the meeting he sent an email of support for the project.  There was also an email giving support for the project from Peter Willox, Chief Officer, Northern CJA.  He wrote …”in terms of support and mentoring, I would not see the shmu MAP Community Reintegration Support proposal as duplication but an opportunity for more offenders to be supported with a view to reducing reoffending and making our communities safer”.

George Peden, Head of Offender Outcomes, HMP & YOI Grampian and Val Vertigans, Planning Officer, Northern Community Justice Authority both gave written details of the effectiveness of intervention activities in reducing re-offending. 

Gary Dawson was asked to give a short verbal presentation in support of funding the Community Reintegration Support Service application.  Gary had also invited along 2 users of the ADJUST project whose lives had been turned around by taking part in the project.

The Board agreed to fully fund the project.
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
