Aileen said ADP offer support but not in the community 

Rae spoke about practice measures, they try and speak to those in the community, he encourages his officers to see substance misuse as an illness and do a lot of preventative work, he does a lot of signposting, actively trying to get people off drugs, help to get food etc, Fraser would have knowledge round this .  Chris suggested a separate meeting about this, what different agencies do Paul said was great idea, everyone else agreed that this would be good.
Assertive outreach has been going on for months now, non-fatal overdose – Turning Point Scotland will go and see if they can get them into services.
